After the first workshop on data journalism  held in London in October 2016, CIRCOM Regional together with the BBC will organise a workshop on how to turn data journalism into compelling human stories for broadcast and digital platforms.  
This 2-day workshop run by the BBC will look at the developing trends in data journalism, give some practical training and create an opportunity to share experiences and knowledge from some of the world leaders in the field.  
 

The workshop with be led by Jonathan Stoneman of Reuters Institute with input from Helena Bengtsson (SVT/The Guardian) and the BBC Shared Data Hub.

The workshop is aimed at reporters / producers and editors / managers who will be able to learn some of the skills necessary to exploit the vast amount of data becoming publically available across Europe and beyond.  Delegates will look at how data can be turned into stories that matter to the audience with particular focus on video content rather than text.  
Delegates are expected to arrive in Birmingham on Sunday 10th June or early Monday 11th June.  The workshop will start in the morning of Monday 11th June and runs until the afternoon of Tuesday 12th June.  
A dinner will be provided on Monday evening at 19.30.
